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APGFCU Chairman Receives 2010 Eugene Ball Award
Del Mar, Calif. – David H. Gilbert, chairman of Aberdeen Proving Ground Federal Credit Union (Aberdeen, Maryland), was honored with the National Association of Credit Union Chairmen’s (NACUC) 2010 Eugene Ball Award during the 34th Annual Chairmen’s Roundtable Forum in Baltimore, Maryland.  A long-time member of The Chairmen’s Group, Gilbert was honored with the award in front of a group of his credit union peers from across the country.
First created nine years ago, the award singles out a credit union leader who exemplifies the qualities demonstrated by the late Eugene Ball, credit union icon and past chairman of Pentagon Federal Credit Union.
